RULES FOR FILMING IN BRAZIL
Foreigners wishing to shoot in Brazil must hire a Brazilian production company 
which will be responsible for all bureaucratic issues related to the production in 
Brazil and will deal directly with the National Film Agency (ANCINE).

Our system of tax incentives is accessible through the Brazilian partner once
a co-production has been established.
